Blue Gate Farm (Jill Beebout & Sean Skeehan) – a Certified Naturally Grown, chemical-free produce farm with pastured eggs, honey bees and hay servicing our CSA and the DM Farmers Market.  Sample homemade preserves and honey, and tour expanded production gardens as well as the season extending high tunnels.  PFI member.
Coyote Run Farm (Matt Russell & Patrick Standley) – a 110 acre farm being rebuilt to profitability through relational marketing and sustainable agriculture with chemical-free produce & cut flowers, pastured poultry & eggs, hormone-free beef, hay, and mules.  Tour the work in progress to reclaim grasslands, retrofit buildings, and develop markets.  PFI member.

Dan-D Farm (Dan & Jana Dennison) – 24 acre corn maze, racing pigs, barnyard animals, hay rides, giant slide, tropical ice and pick-your-own pumpkins. 

Pierce’s Pumpkin Patch (John & Joy Pierce) – thousands of different pumpkins, squashes, gourds, decorative corn and a shop full of Halloween celebration décor.
Reichert’s Dairy Air (Lois & Jack Reichert) – a goat micro-dairy enjoying their second year in a custom built milking barn and cheese-making building.  Sample some of the several varieties of delicious, award-winning, artisan cheeses and see the goat herd.

Schneider Orchard (Arnie & Jane Schneider) – fresh Iowa grown apples!  Pick your own as you stroll through the orchard or enjoy pre-packed Jonathans and Red & Yellow Delicious apples.  Enjoy fresh fruit pie ala-mode and caramel apples. 

White Breast Pottery  (Sharon Seuferer & Carol Oliver)welcomes visitors to see how we use local clays in making pieces that reflect our area.  We dig clays from beneath the waters of White Breast Creek.  All of nature inspires us; leaves, grasses, and bark lend us their textures.  We also share our loom-woven rugs.  Our miniature horses also hope for some attention as visitors enjoy this beautiful valley.
